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ready put a plan in place to 
reconcile us back to Him-
self.  Throughout the Old 
Testament, there is a con-
tinuing promise of a Savior 
to come.  The New Testa-
ment is that promise ful-
filled.  

Ken Ham, in his book, Al-
ready Gone, examines the 
reasons kids leave the 
church after high school.  
He has determined that one 
reason is the “stories” we 
tell from the Bible.  Society 
has made the Bible into 
something that sounds 
good, but has no fact or 
absoluteness.  At Christ-
mas, we celebrate God’s 
faithfulness.  How do we 
make sure that our children 
see God’s faithfulness as a 
fact in our lives and not 
just a story from long ago? 

Your commitment to send 
your child to PCCS is just 
that, a commitment.  It’s 
one tool you are using to 
ensure you child learns 
about God’s faithfulness. 
You have felt led by God 
to provide for your child a 
quality Christian education.  
As you continue to follow 
God’s leading for your 
children and home, please 
remember that God is faith-
ful.
